IF YOU SEE A BEAR
IN YOUR COMMUNITY

Remain calm
Stay away from the bear

The mere presence of a black bear does not necessarily represent a problem. The
bear is most likely passing through and, if it doesn’t find food, will simply move on.

DON'T FEED THE BEAR

Bears usually avoid people but garbage or pet food left outside can easily draw bears to your home.
Once bears get hooked on human food sources, they keep coming back. It is this access to non-
natural foods that can lead to dangerous situations for people, their property and the bears. These
bears may have to be destroyed if the problem persists.
